Durham Property Tax Relief Grants for
2023 TAX ARE STILL AVAILABLE
The Low-Income Homeowners Relief Program permits applications until June 1, even though you have already paid your last tax bill. 
Who is eligible? 
· Durham County homeowners of any age
· Homeowners who have lived in their home for at least five years
· The household income is below the limit (see chart on back side)
· You do not receive benefits from other state tax assistance programs. 
Why apply? 
· Depending on your income, the grant will pay up to $1,500 of your tax bill or the full tax bill if you are 60 or older and extremely poor. 
· Even if your tax bill has already been paid by you or a mortgage holder, you can still apply for a grant.  If your application is approved, you will receive a letter with the amount that has been approved and will receive reimbursement from the Durham Tax Office.
How to apply
· Applications are accepted through June 1—a new feature this year.
· To apply in person: call the County for an appointment: 919-560-8000.

· If you apply online, you will need to upload: 
· Driver’s license or other photo ID
· Durham County property tax bill for 2023 with applicant’s name
· 2023 household income: 1040 tax return form (pages 1-2), W-2, Unemployment Benefit Letter, pay stubs, Social Security/SSI Award Letter, disability

· For the extremely low-income group, the grant will pay 60% of the tax bill up to $1500, or it will pay the full tax bill if you are 60 or older.  
· For the very low-income group, the grant will pay 50% of the tax bill up to $1250.
· For the low-income group, the grant will pay 40% of the tax bill up to $1000. 
When were property taxes due?  
· Durham property taxes were due January 5, 2024.  If you are just paying your bill now, you can still apply for a grant.  For information about the interest due on late paid taxes, contact Durham Tax Administration at (919)560-0300. 
What is the deadline for applying for a LIHR grant? 
· As noted on the other side, it is now possible for the first time to apply for a LIHR grant until June 1 in 2024 even if your full tax has already been paid.  It will be useful to apply as soon as you can.
· If approved, you will receive a letter with the amount that has been approved and will receive reimbursement from the Durham Tax Office.
· If you have already received benefits from a state tax assistance program such as the Elderly/Disabled Exclusion Program, you cannot apply for a LIHR grant for your 2023 property tax.
