June 1, 2024, is the deadline to apply for grants 
to pay 2023 Property Taxes in Durham County, NC
You can apply, even if you paid your 2023 tax bill. 

Who is eligible? 
· Homeowners of any age who lived in their Durham home for at least five years.
· Homeowners did not receive another property tax assistance program for 2023.
· Household income is below one of the area median income limits see below.

Why apply? 
· Depending on your income, the grant may pay up to $1,500 of your tax bill. 
· Or the grant may pay the full tax bill if you are 60 or older and extremely low income. 
· Even if your tax bill has already been paid by you or a mortgage holder, you can apply for a grant.  If your application is approved, you will receive a letter with the amount of reimbursement from the Durham County Tax Office.

· For extremely low-income homeowners, the grant may pay 60% of the tax bill up to $1,500.  Or it may pay the full tax bill if the homeowners are 60 or older.  
· For very low-income homeowners, the grant may pay 50% up to $1,250.
· For low-income homeowners, the grant may pay 40% of the tax bill up to $1,000.
